Target group
: 
The direct target group consists of 1.080 poor rural adolescents, who 

don’t have access to affordable, high-quality and demand-oriented 


vocational training. 600 adolescents will receive vocational training and 

480 adolescents will receive coaching. The indirect target group consists 

of parents of the trainees and stakeholders like members of the local 

communities and government institutions, local SHGs and employers as 

well as parent-teacher-associations. There is the potential to reach all the 

inhabitants within a 60-km-radius of Velankanni through the community 

radio, total 500.000 people.

Short description – targets and planned measures:
The main objective is to provide access to affordable, high-quality and demand-oriented vocational training for poor adolescents from a rural background in order to improve their chances to acquire a secure and well-paid job. This will contribute to improve the income and livelihood of the adolescents and their families. In the long run it will have a positive impact on a reduction of poverty, an increase of economic productivity and an improvement in social cohesion.
Planned measures:
Awareness raising: baseline study; community sensitization; cooperation with existing radio station and establishment of a new radio station; preparation of radio program

Vocational education center: modification and equipping the existing building; recruitment and training of educational staff; meeting with educational experts for organizational development and creation/ adaption of curricula; affiliation of courses; preparation of application process; establishment of catering service

Courses: running of vocational training center: vocational and coaching courses; financial support for poor trainees including insurance

 Job facilitation: networking with employers and preparation of MoU; linking alumnis with banks and government schemes; establishment of alumni association

Overall Objective
Increase of income and improvement of livelihood of poor adolescents and their families in the rural districts of Nagapattinam, Thiruvarur and Karaikal through vocational education and job facilitation. 

Project Objective
1.080 underprivileged adolescents from a rural background have access to affordable, high-quality and demand-oriented vocational education and secured job perspectives.

· The general public of the project area is aware of the importance of demand-oriented vocational training.
